These people gag me.
[ can’t stand their stench.
Look at this!
Their sins are all written out - I have the list before me.
I'm not putting up with this any longer.

“Because they’ve practiced their blasphemous worship,
mocking me at their hillside shrines,

Until the time when we were mature enough to respond freely in faith to the living God,
we were carefully surrounded and protected by the Mosaic law.

The law was like those Greek tutors, with which you are familiar,
who escort children to school and protect them from danger or distraction,
making sure the children will really get to the place they set out for.

But now you have arrived at your destination:
By faith in Christ you are in direct relationship with God.
Your baptism in Christ was not just washing you up for a fresh start.
It also involved dressing you in an adult faith wardrobe -
Christ’s life, the fulfillment of God’s original promise.

In Christ’s family there can be no division into Jew and non-Jew,
slave and free, male and female.
Among us you are all equal.
That is, we are all in a common relationship with Jesus Christ.
Also, since you are Christ’s family,
then you are Abraham’s famous “descendant,”
heirs according to the covenant promises.

GOSPEL LESSON: Luke 8:26-39

The gospel lesson for this Second Sunday after Pentecost is from the 8th chapter of Luke, beginning with
the 26t verse.

Glory be to you, Oh Lord.

They sailed on to the country of the Gerasenes, directly opposite Galilee.
As [Jesus] stepped out onto land, a madman from town met him;
he was a victim of demons.
He hadn’t worn clothes for a long time, nor lived at home;

He had been placed under constant guard and tied with chains and shackles,
but crazed and driven wild by the demon, he would shatter the bonds.

Jesus asked him “What is your name?”

My name is Mob,”

Alarge herd of pigs was grazing and rooting on a nearby hill.
