Gospel Lesson: Matthew 9:35—10:8

The gospel lesson for this Third Sunday after Pentecost is from the 9" and 10" chapters of the Gospel of
Matthew, beginning with the ninth chapter, the 35" verse.
Glory to you, O God.

Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues,

and proclaiming the good news of the kingdom,
